In Someone Else’s Shoes

Atticus tells Scout that you “never really understand a person until you consider things from his point of view – until you climb in his skin and walk around in it.” Scout recollects this advice at the end of the book, showing how she understands Boo Radley’s perspective.

Your task is to become a character in the book (not scout) and narrate a specific event from the novel in his/her voice and from his/her point of view. 

This can be very informal in the form of a “journal entry” from that person after a specific event took place or in the form of a short story narrated by the person.

Your goal is to help me understand that person’s point of view…make me sympathize with that person and help me to understand why they are the way they are (or why they acted a certain way). 

You should pick a character you do not like so that through this assignment, you will explore that perspective and attempt to understand someone with whom you did not connect.
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
